BUSINESS IMPROVEMENT FUNDS AVAILABLE

Smaller industrial or commercial/retail businesses can access the City’s Small Business Development Loan
Fund to make minor improvements. Eligible projects include structural repairs, new signs, making a business
handicap accessible and other such projects that help the business maintain longevity and improve its outward
appearance.

The maximum loan amount is $5000. The interest rate is 4% under prime for up to five years. The applicant can
choose to have the loan administered by either Citizens State Bank or Klein Bank.

CITY SUBMITS APPLICATION TO DEED SMALL CITIES PROGRAM -

Has your home fallen into disrepair? Could your home use a new roof, siding or windows? Does your furnace
or water heater need replacement? Do you lack the necessary financial means to be able to afford these kinds of
repairs and/or updates? If you answered yes to any of these questions, and you live in the cities of Norwood
Young America, Cologne or Hamburg, you might be able to get some assistance in 2009.

The City of NYA partnered with the cities of Cologne and Hamburg to submit an application to the Minnesota
Department of Employment and Economic Development Small Cities Development Program for funds to estab-
lish an owner-occupied housing rehabilitation deferred loan program.

The purpose of the loan program would be to help low-to-moderate income homeowners in specific areas within
each community improve the livability of their homes by addressing health, safety, accessibility, and energy de-
ficiencies. Eligible activities include such things as roofs, doors and windows, siding, lead paint abatement,
electrical repair, and heating and plumbing work such as new furnaces and water heaters.

The City of Norwood Young America intends to focus assistance on older homes around Downtown Young
America and Downtown Norwood. Homeowners within the targeted neighborhoods whose annual household
income does not exceed 60% of the Twin Cities area median income would be eligible to participate in the
owner-occupied housing rehabilitation deferred loan program. For example, in order for a family of four to
qualify for the program, their maximum annual income can be no more than $48,540.

The most valuable aspect of this program is that the City will structure the loans as deferred loans. Meaning, if

the recipient(s) stay in the home for a 10 years after making the improvements, the City will forgive the loan en-
tirely. If the homeowner sells the property prior to the loan termination, the City will require the loan recipients
to pay back a pro-rated amount.

The City of NYA will be holding a public hearing regarding the application to DEED’s Small Cities Develop-
ment Program on Monday, December 8, at 6:30 p.m. If you are interested in the owner-occupied housing reha-
bilitation deferred loan program, please come to the meeting to learn more about it, including the location of the
targeted neighborhoods and the income requirements.

Members of the Norwood Young America business community
received instructions on how to avoid check fraud and identity theft
during a meeting of the NYA Chamber of Commerce on Wednesday,
Nov. 12.

Carver County Sheriff Bud Olson and Deputy Greg Gowan were guest
speakers, and spoke about the need to be vigilant during
business transactions involving checks.“We see identity fraud on a
daily basis around Carver County,” said Gowan. “We live in a county
with extremely low crime — Norwood Young America has extremely
low crime — but these things can happen.”

On an individual level, Olson and Gowan explained that checks can
now be easily copied with computer programs if they should fall into the
wrong hands. The criminal can copy information from the check, then
make purchases using the fraudulent checks before the victim or the
business is aware that something is amiss.

To avoid that circumstance, the officers handed out information on how
businesses should handle checks to ensure that they are
legitimate.

Olson also introduced a new way for ordinary citizens to get the
latest information on crime alerts around the county through emails
from the sheriff’s department.

To receive the alerts, citizens can go to the “Crime Information” link on
the county sheriff department’s website. From there, click “Alerts.”
The following web address takes you directly to the crime alert page:

At the bottom of the Crime Alert page, there is information regarding
the Crime Alert Network. Those wishing to subscribe to this network will
receive alerts via email or facsimile machine as they are
published. The subscription is free.

To sign up, send an email message to:
vmcroberts@co.carver.mn.us or call (952) 361-1231. Provide your
name, email address or fax number, and whether you are
registering a business or residence. This will ensure you are
receiving up to date, pertinent information on crime as it occurs. The
information you provide will be maintained in a secure database and
not distributed/shared with other agencies.

The bulletins/alerts may relate to a particular crime pattern, weather
related emergency notifications, Sheriff’'s Office community
notifications, crime prevention tips, or other information relating to the
health and safety of Carver County citizens.

“This is a great way for the public and media to stay informed of crime
activity in the county. We need and value assistance from the public in
helping us to prevent and solve crimes,” said Olson.
